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faith
investing in mission

Faith-based organisations – and
their membership – are actively
engaged in delivering a huge
range of activities voluntarily
to benefit the wider community.
Sometimes they are the only
ones able to reach and serve
neighbourhoods where the
social infrastructure has been
eroded. In fact, a number of
our borrowers featured elsewhere
in this portfolio, doing vital work
for local communities, have
their roots in faith organisations.
Because we understand the vital
role they play, Charity Bank is
committed to helping them by
financing their mission.

Acomb Christian Fellowship Trust
Known as the Gateway Church, in
Acomb, York, the trust is a hub for
community activity, but had to restrict
users due to lack of space. A £350,000
loan over 25 years contributed to the
costs of a major extension to the church’s
existing building.

Bethel Presbyterian Church
This church in Cardiff has a congregation
of 60 and runs music groups, worship
and social events for members of the
local community. The Church was
renting a house for the pastor, but wanted
to buy a home for him and his family
closer to the church, also enabling
parishioners to visit him there as well as
at the church. Charity Bank lent £115,500
to buy a suitable property.

Champions Church
This church in the West Midlands has a
growing congregation of around 430. Its
youth clubs have been commended by
the local police for helping to reduce the
crime rate, and 70 volunteers deliver free
food to those in need. Last year it built a
new church with an 830-seat theatre, new
audiovisual equipment, choir room, cafe
and bookshop. Charity Bank lent a total
of £1,200,000 towards the project.

The members of the church wanted to
broaden their range of community
services, which include music and youth
groups. Charity Bank provided a
£300,000 loan to extend the existing
building, doubling the size.

The organisation, which aims to meet the
needs of the Jewish congregation in
Colchester and the surrounding area,
borrowed £14,000 over five years to pay
for urgent repairs to the synagogue.

Drolma Mahayana Buddhist
The organisation had existed for many
years without a centre to host its various
meetings. The management team felt
that having a property would provide a
firm foundation for the growth of its
activities and borrowed £250,000 to buy
a residential meditation centre in
Peterborough.

Emmanuel Christian Fellowship
This evangelical church based in the
Rhondda Valley received an £85,000 loan
over 20 years, to assist with
refurbishment of the exterior of its chapel
and improvement of the facilities inside.

While the church had been established in
Cardiff in 1999, it didn’t have its own
building, so had to use a variety of
venues for its meetings. With ambitions
to provide a permanent base which will
allow congregation numbers to grow, it
borrowed £200,000 in order to buy an
available church.

Everyday Champions Church
This church in Newark, Nottinghamshire,
built the Everyday Champions Village to
serve the community and generate
income. It includes a 600-seat auditorium,
café, pre-school nursery and play centre,
conference and meeting spaces and
offices. Charity Bank lent £204,000 to
repay private loans and help buy land
next to the Centre.

The Trust aims to improve community
cohesion and transform lives. It sought

Greek Orthodox Community
of Milton Keynes and
Surrounding Districts
A centre for all the activities of the Greek
Community, Church and Greek School.
Charity Bank lent £125,000 towards the
acquisition of a former Anglican Church
which has enabled the Community to
expand the services it offers including the
expansion of the Greek School and
“Hellenic Club”. In 2010 an additional
£146,000 was lent to buy the hall next
to the church to expand their services to
the community.

The charity, based in Rickmansworth,
Middlesex, seeks the ordination of
women within the Roman Catholic
Church and was operating from tiny
rented premises. Charity Bank agreed a
loan of £335,000 so it could buy a
property in nearby Chesham to serve as
a base for the future.

Formed in 1975 the House of the Open
Door is a Christian community who share
homes and possessions as well as
offering an outreach programme, retreats
and prison visits.

The Blackpool-based meditation centre
moved from its original location in the

Keajra
needed additional funding to create
disabled access and a kitchen area, so
another loan of £35,000 was approved.

This is a growing church community in
Burton on Trent. When a fire destroyed
their church in 2008, they rented
temporary accommodation but knew that
a permanent building would be needed
to continue offering their community
services, including youth groups, social
events and a play centre for young
children. Charity Bank lent £250,000 to
help buy and develop a new building,
including a restaurant facility.

The Board manages the centrally owned
assets of the Anglican Diocese of
Liverpool, including most vicarages. It
required a line of credit to cover the costs
associated with the sale of a number of
its buildings, and borrowed £600,000
over two years for this purpose.

Nordic Community
This is a church for Scandinavians in the
Liverpool area. As well as worship, the
group runs cultural events, language
classes, a library, an exhibition space for
Scandinavian artists and outreach
activities in primary schools. It needed to
buy the car park next to the church to
increase access, Charity Bank assisted
with a loan of £70,000.

A loan of £127,500 enabled the team
in Manchester to purchase the freehold
of its church property.

Mayfield Community Church
This church in Harrogate has around 200
members of all ages. The group had
outgrown its premises in a period house,
so when it found an old car showroom
that could be renovated into a church
and community centre, Charity Bank lent
£800,000 to help buy the freehold.

Millbrook Christian Centre
The charity, based in Southampton, runs
a day nursery, after-school club and a
church with a growing, relatively young
congregation. It borrowed £152,950 to
buy a house for the use of the Senior
Pastor and his wife, with repayments
coming from the profits from the nursery,
and church offerings.

This Christian organisation hosts a church
and provides support services for members
of its community, and reaches across
London.

Church Aughton
This evangelical parish is strongly
committed to outreach mission.

The church has a congregation of 150 in St
Pauls, Bristol. As the parish grew, its rented
meeting place became too small.

Based in Birmingham, the church was
operating from restricted rented
premises which limited running
activities and earning extra income. It
wanted to be able to provide additional
services to the community so Charity
Bank helped by lending £75,000 to buy
a redundant church.

St Andrew’s Church in Fulham
This Anglican parish church has a diverse
congregation and provides a wide range
of community activities including a mums
and toddlers group, a fruit and veg co-
operative, a lunch club and a clothing
service for the homeless. Charity Bank
lent £1,850,000 towards the development
of ten residential flats to generate a long
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term income source for the church in
support of its community work. Projects
supported with this income include the
creation of three large community halls,
a cafe area and a church office.

This Church has a strong musical tradition
and puts on concerts for the congregation
and wider community in Hemel
Hempstead.

Based in Walton, Chesterfield, this
church is a focal point for the local
community and around 250 people a
week use its services, which include a
toddler group, lunch club, Women’s
Institute meetings and social events. The
old church building was no longer
suitable for big weddings or funerals, so
Charity Bank lent £55,000 towards the
construction of a new building.

The Church, in the village of Bapchild in
Kent, which is renowned for its medieval
wall paintings, needed rewiring. Despite
having some funds, there wasn’t enough
to cover the £15,000 to complete the
work.

St Martin’s Church in Kirkby
Based near Liverpool, the church
provides worship and community
services in an area with high social
deprivation. It needed to repair and
refurbish the church to provide the local
community with better facilities,
including toilets and a kitchen with a

Located approximately one mile from the
centre of Leeds the temple has around
250 members. The temple houses a hall
that is used by the local community for a
range of activities including a youth club,
cooking classes, exercise classes and
meeting place for the elderly. Over time
the hall had fallen into a dilapidated state
and therefore had only been used
modestly. Charity Bank provided a
£50,000 loan to assist with the
refurbishment and extension of the
community hall.

Tools with a Mission
An independent Christian charity sending
new and refurbished tools and tool kits all
over the world, it had the opportunity to
buy the freehold of its 8,000 sq ft rented
workshop and offices in Ipswich. By
borrowing £195,000 towards the
purchase, this helped reduce its costs, as
loan repayments were less than the rent.

A Christian charity set up to run a
camping and adventure centre, it is in the
process of renovating farm buildings to
create a 70-bed dormitory block and
centre in Newent, Gloucestershire.

providing homes for the vulnerable

Having somewhere to live is
a basic human right but, for
many in our society, their capacity
to pay rent, let alone get a mortgage,
can make them vulnerable to losing
their home, if they can afford it at all.
Many organisations are set up to
provide affordable or sheltered
housing to those who would struggle
without their support. But while the
bigger housing associations, which
currently provide a large proportion
of affordable housing, can generally
access commercial finance relatively
easily, many of the smaller, specialist
housing associations and almshouse
charities face difficulties raising the
finance they need. Charity Bank
works to provide specialised loan
packages to support this sector, so
that they can upgrade accommodation,
renovate historic or dilapidated
buildings or create much needed
affordable new housing.

Abbeyfield Somerset Society
Based in Taunton, the charity runs a 32
bedroom residential home for elderly
people who need assistance with personal
care as well those requiring support for
dementia. It received a £370,000 loan
towards the cost of extending its premises
to create six more bedrooms.

Barnabas – Safe and Sound
The charity offers support to
disadvantaged and homeless young
people in Morpeth, Northumberland. To
expand its services and generate
additional rental income by buying the
building from which it operated, it took a
£120,000 loan over 20 years.

Operating from Great Barrow, Chester,
the charity provides high quality care,
accommodation, training and employment
for people with special needs. The charity
wanted to develop a series of residential
units as a stepping stone to independent
living and borrowed £500,000 towards
the construction costs.

The Trust provides accommodation with
care and support for young adults with
learning difficulties in Sussex. To help
meet demand for more respite care
rooms, the Trust borrowed £350,000 to
build a hydrotherapy pool and three
bedrooms for respite with specialist
ensuite facilities. The rooms will support
15 local families providing each with
between 50 and 100 nights of respite
care a year. The loan also supported the
creation of a secluded sensory garden.

Providing housing to people in need in
Blandford and surrounding areas in Dorset,
a loan of £50,000 allowed the charity to
modernise the bathrooms and kitchens in
four almshouses in the town centre.

Bromley and Sheppard’s Colleges
Providing accommodation for widows or
widowers of clergy, retired clergymen and
their spouses in Kent, a loan of £335,000
paid for modernisation of the homes to
meet health and safety requirements.

The organisation provides housing and
counselling to young homeless people,
as well as running a furniture reuse and
recycling warehouse and showroom.

An advice and housing provider for various
disadvantaged groups in Aberystwyth,
Wales, the organisation was renting a
property on a three year lease, which the
landlord wanted to sell. Charity Bank
assisted with a £180,000 loan to part fund
the purchase of the property for £270,000.

Chelmsford CHESS
An Essex based Christian charity, with
a mission to support the single
homeless, it wanted to buy an additional
house for conversion into ‘move-on’

The charity is an amalgamation of a
number of ancient charities for the benefit
of the people of the City of Oxford.

The charity wanted to purchase a site in
the London Borough of Barnet for the
development of 16 new houses.

A charity for homeless people, its
Community in Bedfordshire runs an on-site
furniture, boutique and bric-a-brac shop
which provides income for the charity as
well as employment opportunities for the
residents, allowing them to learn new skills.

This small, specialist housing association
tackling the housing problems faced
by adults with mental health problems

A Shrewsbury based almshouse charity,
it provides accommodation for poor
widows and single women over the age
of 50. A loan of £55,000 helped it buy an
additional one bedroom bungalow to
provide rental accommodation.

The organisation is the amalgamation of
six ancient charities based in the village of
Harefield in the London Borough of
Hillingdon. The trustees decided to create
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additional housing for young families by
developing part of a small farm into 14 new
almshouses. On completion, the Trustees
borrowed £1.1 million from Charity Bank in
order to refinance the residual loan.

Havant Housing Association
Housing homeless people in 23 properties
in Hampshire, as well as providing care
and support for people with learning
difficulties or those suffering from mental
distress. It borrowed £85,000 to assist with
a new build of 12 warden controlled flats,
and £227,000 towards the purchase of
office space, a new 29-bedroom hostel and
the extension of another of its properties.

An historic almshouse owned by the
charity was in need of repair. It
approached Charity Bank for a £50,000
loan to fund repairs to the roof and help
towards replacing ageing boilers.

John Cary’s Almshouses
This 300 year old charity was granted a
loan of £37,087 towards its plan to
refurbish the roofs of four almshouses in
the village of Spelsbury in Oxfordshire.

John Moreton Almshouse Charity
After a survey of their seven almshouses
in Cottenham, Cambridgeshire, revealed
the listed buildings to be in poor
condition with substantial roof and damp
problems, the trustees raised funding for
the renovation project but applied for
a loan to plug a £220,000 shortfall.

Leeds Action to Create Homes (LATCH)
Based in Leeds, LATCH provides
housing and support to people at risk of
homelessness or in housing need. It
borrowed £50,000 to undertake the
refurbishment of two properties.

Lyme Trust
The trust has leased properties in
Newcastle-Under-Lyme, providing care
and accommodation to clients aged
25–65 with mental health needs. Charity
Bank helped with a £267,750 loan over
25 years towards the purchase of two
properties which also helped reduce costs.

March Almshouse
The charity manages just four homes,
rented at affordable rates to elderly
people in March, Cambridgeshire. Small
almshouses like this often find it hard to
access mainstream bank finance. Loans
totalling £85,000 have helped cover
essential repairs to maintain the standard
of the properties.

Martha Trust
The trust provides homes for life for
people with profound disabilities in Kent
and East Sussex. A loan of £150,000
enabled the completion of a new house
for eight people. A second loan of
£637,500 will allow the Trust to increase
the number of residential and respite care
places it offers.

Merchant Seaman’s War Memorial
The Society, based in Cranleigh, Surrey,
provides sheltered housing for retired
or sick seafarers, holiday respite breaks,
and facilities for conferences and training
courses. A loan of £108,000 contributed
towards the refurbishment of 8 guest
rooms, repairs to the main building roof
and the installation of a passenger lift.

The Mortimer Society
The Society runs residential care homes
for adults with physical and learning
disabilities, particularly Huntington’s
disease, in Kent.

Mrs Worthington’s Almshouses
The organisation houses people in need
who have a connection with Stilton,
Cambridgeshire. A £112,000 loan was
made to assist with a damp-proof
course, and provide better access and
modern facilities.

A 17 bed shelter providing temporary
accommodation for homeless people in
North Herts, and a drop-in centre, it
borrowed £170,000 to buy its property,
preventing the threat of closure.

Northumberland Aged Mineworkers
Homes Association
The Association provides housing for
retired mineworkers and their widows, and
others in difficult circumstances in
Northumberland. A loan of £123,000
helped buy a new office building to replace
one in an area that had become unsuitable.

Pontesbury Housing Trust
The charity, which offers accommodation
and care services to people with special
needs, bought another property in
Shrewsbury in order to provide additional
residential care for up to four adults
with severe learning difficulties who require
24 hour supervision. It borrowed £100,000
to help replenish cash reserves.

Providing Ex-Offenders Positive
Learning Environment (PEOPLE)
The charity provides housing, education
and mentoring for ex-offenders. A Charity
Bank loan of £205,000 assisted with the
purchase of a three-bedroom and a two-
bedroom property near its offices.

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Rotary Residential and Care
Providing essential care for sufferers of
cerebral palsy in Glasgow. Originally
loans of £187,654 allowed the charity to
renovate one of its care homes, to give
residents greater independence and
comfort. It also bought two new flats with
full disabled access and facilities for one
member of staff to be available 24 hours
a day. In 2008, a further loan of £400,000
was granted to refurbish their main
residential home.

Ruabon Almshouse Charity
The charity has been running a number of
almshouses in Wrexham since the 1700s
to shelter vulnerable people. It borrowed
£80,000 towards the purchase of a three-
bed semi-detached home, to be used
to house a disadvantaged family.

Rural Foundations CIC
This new community interest company
provides affordable housing where the
gap between average incomes and
property prices causes social problems.
It obtained Planning Permission to build
ten affordable homes in Luxulyan,
Cornwall, and Charity Bank lent £700,000
towards the project.

Sir Anthony Ashley Almshouses
Based in Wimborne St Giles, East Dorset,
five Grade II listed properties were
founded as almshouses in 1624 and
since then have been available for people
in need. The charity borrowed £140,000
to extend the kitchens and improve the
accommodation for its residents.

Springfield Green Almshouses
Built in the early 1900s, the houses had
not been refurbished for many years.
Charity Bank agreed a loan of £60,000 for
refurbishment, including installing central
heating in two of the homes.

Sprowston War Memorial Trust
Offering accommodation to those who
suffered in the First World War as
well as disadvantaged people in the
Norfolk area, a £45,000 loan assisted in
refurbishing two bungalows to secure
their long term use as almshouses.

Target Housing
Supporting offenders, ex-offenders and
other vulnerable adults in South
Yorkshire, the charity provides safe and
secure accommodation and addresses
addiction and mental health. Loans of
£551,200 allowed it to buy more homes.

Tregonwell Almshouse Charity Trust
The Trust manages four homes in the
picturesque village of Milton Abbas in
Dorset. A loan of £60,000 allowed it to
undertake essential refurbishment, making
homes more habitable, including shower
rooms and open plan kitchen-diners.

Warmington Almshouse
Charitable Trust
Providing housing in Warmington,
Cambridgeshire, a loan of £120,000
allowed the trustees to renovate the
houses so each would have a separate
lounge and bedroom.

Waterhouse Housing Trust
The organisation helps build affordable
housing in Devon, where the gap between
average incomes and average property
prices puts home ownership out of reach
for many people. A project to build six
homes encountered setbacks when
contractors’ costs turned out to be higher
than expected. Charity Bank lent £50,000
adding to 2 existing loans from Charity
Bank so they could finish the building.

WH Saunders Charity
The charity provides accommodation for
older people in Bournemouth. It needed
to renovate its five houses and two flats,
and convert them into eight single flats
with two houses. Residents had already
been moved out when an offer of funding
from a high street bank fell through.
Charity Bank lent £190,000 to help with
the conversion and also provided a
second loan to develop 6 additional new
homes on adjacent land.

William Berman’s Trust
The Trust runs 12 almshouses in
Brentwood, Essex, that provide housing
for vulnerable women over 50 years old.

Social care is about supporting
people who may struggle to care
for themselves, in a world that
often isn’t set up to meet their
needs. Our borrowers work
tirelessly to provide services
for those with disabilities, tackle
homelessness and social
exclusion, help overcome drug
or alcohol abuse, or combat
loneliness or isolation. They
provide accommodation,
treatment, rehabilitation and
reintegration and help people
regain their self-respect, self-worth
and self-confidence. Yet many
struggle to get financial backing
from commercial organisations
who don’t understand their
motivation or their funding
requirements. As a charity and
social enterprise, Charity Bank
takes time to understand each
organisation, so it is better placed
to support them in their work.

Pollution, climate change and the
loss of biodiversity are impacting
our environment, and the long
term effects threaten the world
as we know it. Charities are often
leading agents for positive
change, creating enterprises
that are based on developing
sustainable resources, fair trade
and recycling. Despite growing
public concern, these
organisations find it hard to
access finance so funding gaps
are being filled by Charity Bank
and the social finance sector.

Charities and voluntary
organisations frequently work
under pressure, often with
limited resources, and rarely
have the time or means to
research funding sources
or voluntary support, lobby
Government, monitor change
or keep updated about changes
to laws or tax. With limited assets,
they are not always easy for banks
to support. Intermediary support
organisations can provide a vital
lifeline for individual organisations,
offering advice and information,
promotion and resources, as well
as for communities as a whole.
Yet they are often competing
in the same funding pool
as those they were set up
to support. Charity Bank can
help these organisations.

Adur Voluntary Action
Acting as an umbrella organisation to
promote and support the work of other
voluntary groups and charities in the Adur
district of Sussex, through training, advice
and resources.
